Ground, GM staff and
volunteers directed the
cars onto the road
course, including a turn
on the famous banked
oval track. The high-
speed lane (95 mph min-
imum) was blocked off
by orange cones, but
even in the slow lane, it
was a once-in-a-lifetime
experience.

The Corvette
was also the
star during
several of
the precision
driving
demonstra-
tions given
throughout
the day.
Perhaps the
most spec-
tacular stunt

Besides the
classics on
display, GM
also brought |FEess
several of its
famous con-
cept cars,
including the
jet-powered Firebirds of
the late 50s and early
60s, the prototype for
the mid-90s Impala SS,
and the Cadillac Evoq
parked next to its pro-
duction version, the
upcoming Cadillac XLR
roadster.

2003 is also the 50th
anniversary of the
Corvette, with a white
1953 roadster, a 1978
Silver Anniversary
coupe, and a 2003 50th
Anniversary coupe shar-
ing a display. In addition,
Corvettes from every
generation paraded down
the Proving Ground’s
main street, a phenome-
nal display of America’s
greatest sports car.

was two Corvettes going
nose-to-nose, with the
Corvette in reverse lead-
ing the way at full throt-
tle. GM’s expert drivers
also showed the effec-
tiveness of anti-lock
brakes and GM’s
StabiliTrak stability con-
trol system. In the
StabiliTrak demonstra-
tion, the driver threw a
Cadillac STS into a skid,
and the car corrected
itself while the driver
held his hands out the
window to applause
from the crowd.

GM is planning to close
the Desert Proving
Ground sometime after
2005, so this may have
been the one and only
chance to see it. But you

Impalas rank third among
most-stolen classic cars

It should come as no
surprise that the most
popular classic cars
would also be popular
with car thieves. Still,
you may be surprised to
learn the 1958-67
Chevrolet Impala ranks
third among the most-
stolen classic cars. Only
the 1966-82 Corvette
and 1964-69 Ford
Mustang are stolen
more often.

The report, which
appeared in the May 3,
2003 edition of USA
Today, is the result of a
three-year study con-
ducted by Hagerty

Insurance, one of the
leading insurers of col-
lectible cars and motor-
cycles. Hagerty conduct-
ed the study July 1999
and December 2002
using theft reports and
the company’s own
insurance records.

The top 10 most-stolen
classics is full of Bowties,
but oddly enough, not
the 55-57 Bel Air. The
rest of the list includes:
